1 Each Apron (slip-on-cloth or adult’s old shirt)

1 Each Back Pack, about 12" wide, 15" high, 5” depth; no wheels.

1 Each Bandaids, box of 60, 3/4”, all of one size.
1 Set Change of clothes, complete set put in plastic bag
1 Set Color Markers, BASIC color set of 8-10, including black & brown, broad tip,washable. All

others will be returned.

1 Each Composition Book, hardback, marbled, UNRULED.

1 Set Crayons, BASIC color set of 8 large crayons, including black and brown. All others will
be returned.

1 Each Eraser, Iarge “Japanese type” or “Magic Rub”

1 Box Facial Tissue, 200-250 count box, White

6 Each File Folder, letter size, 1/3 cut

1 Each Glue, “Elmer’s,” 4 oz., non-toxic, WHITE

1 Each Marker, Dry-Erase, BLACK

2 Each Paper Towels, roll

2 Each Pencils, Primary #2 (“Huskie” or “"General Exercise” - examples)

2 Each Portfolio, 9-1/2" x 12", BOTTOM pockets (not booklet type)

1 Each Scissors, “Sanrio” or “Fiskars”, 5” full length, blunt tip, safety, stainless steel, recommended.

1 Each Sleeping Mat or Towel, (NO camping bag or plastic mat please, as it needs to fit into the
cubby hole box).

1 Tub Wipes, Disinfecting/Cleaning, Clorox

1 Each Cardboard Box (See illustration below)

Box size is 13-1/2” long, 10-1/4" wide, and 9-1/4” high. The box should not exceed these
dimensions as it needs o fit into a cubby hole; it can be smaller. (You may ask for a box at
stores and supermarkets at no charge) Cover the box with contact paper and write your
child’s name on the front of the box.
