TRAFFIC DO’s AND DON’T’s

Traffic and parking conditions in the vicinity of Wilson School require us to ask our parents,
families, and friends to please drive carefully and courteously in order to help us have a safe, smooth,
and pleasant opening and closing of school each day. Parents are also reminded that the Wilson School
Parking Lot (makai/ocean side) and the Honolulu District Parking Lot (mauka/mountain side) of the
cafeteria are strictly reserved for the school and district staff members. Please use appropriate street
side parking when leaving their vehicles unattended before and after school.

For the sake of safety, drive carefully, observe traffic laws, be mindful of the following traffic Do’s
and DoN’T’s:

DO’s

1. Do use street side parking when leaving vehicles unattended.

Do take care not to block access to trash and recycling bins in the neighborhood.
Do use crosswalks, sidewalks, and walkways when escorting children to school.

Do enter the Wilson School Parking Lot for curbside drop-off and pick-up only.
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Do use the curb fronting Wilson School Parking Lot and Wilson Park for curbside drop-off and
pick-up children.

Do exercise caution when making a left turn into the School parking lot entrance.
Do use (right) curbside lane of the School Parking Lot to drop-off and pick-up children.
Do use (left) through traffic lane to bypass cars stopped in (right) curbside line
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Do defer to the instructions of JPOs when walking or driving children to school.
10. Do follow the junior Police Officers’ motto—“Safety First!”—at all times.
11. Do use caution and courtesy and drive with ALOHA.

DON’T’s

1. Don’t speed and/or drive hastily in the vicinity of the school.
2. Don’t use the District Office Parking Lot to drop-off or pick-up children. o
3. Don’t park in the School or District Parking Lots on school days. - o
4. Don’t leave your vehicle unattended in the School or District Parking Lots.
5. Don’t obstruct driveways of our neighbors when using street side parking.
6. Don’t block entrances, exits, and crosswalks during drop-offs and pick-ups.
7. Don’t block trash and recycling bins of our neighbors on pick-up days.
8. Don’t double park in right lane of Kilauea Avenue while waiting to pick-up child.
9. Don’t overtake or cut in on line of cars waiting to approach the School Parking Lot.
10. Don’t cross School and District Parking Lots on foot between cars.
11. Don’t leaving your vehicle unattended along the curb fronting the Wilson Park pavilion and

play equipment between 7:30-8:30 AM. and 1:30-2: 30 P.M.
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
